You can fi nd the admissions applications for all of Idaho’s public colleges and universities online at 
NextSteps.Idaho.gov.  If a college or university to which you are applying charges an application fee, 
the fee you pay will be credited to your tuition bill when you arrive on campus in the fall.  You may 
apply to as many colleges and universities as you would like, but your application fee will only be 
credited back by the institution you attend.  Your application must be completed by February 15, 2017, 
in order to take advantage of this opportunity.  If you miss the February 15th deadline, you may still 
submit an application, but your admission is no longer guaranteed.
